Sarakiniko

Sarakiniko beach is perhaps the most
famous beach in Milos thanks to its eerie,
lunar landscape that seems to have emerged
from a painting by Dali. Here, there is a small,
sandy beach, but the most famous element
of Sarakiniko is the white, smooth volcanic
rock that surrounds it. The formations of the
rock resemble fjords and create natural pools

The beach with its golden sand
and shallow waters makes it ideal for fami-
lies with small children.

Alogomandra

Alogomandra is suitable for relaxation, enjoy-
ing leisurely dives from the cliffs, and explor-
ing the seabed. One end of the coastline
ends under a large curved rock, providing
natural shade to visitors. It is not organized,
so you should be equipped with the neces-
sary items for your stay. Access is easy via a
dirt road, at the end of which there is parking
space.

Archaeological Site of Phylakopi

city of Phylakopi. This site is one of the
most significant settlements of the
Cycladic civilization and the most import-
ant city in the prehistoric Aegean. The
remnants here date back two millennia,
offering a glimpse into the rich history of
the region.

In the central hall of the Archaeologi-
cal Museum, you can find the impressive
statue of Aphrodite, a replica of the original
originating from the laboratories of the
Louvre Museum.

Ecclesiastical Museum

Very close to the beach of Adamantas stands
the church of the Holy Trinity, a three-aisled
basilica. It was built after the Iconoclasm
(842 AD). Here, the Ecclesiastical Museum of
Milos operates, showcasing an icon gallery
of the island's iconographic tradition with
paintings dating back to the 14th century.

Folklore Museum

The Folklore Museum of Milos, located in
Plaka, is housed in a 19th-century traditional
building. It was founded in 1967 by the
"Union of Milos Residents in Athens," with the
organizer and inspirer being Zafeiris Vayos.
Here, visitors can admire wax human figures
dressed in traditional costumes, rare embroi-
deries, and weavings of all kinds of textile
arts, as well as depictions of workspaces
with looms, the kitchen of the house, the bed-
room, and the cellar used as a storage space
for agricultural products.

Mining Museum

The Mining Museum is located in Adamantas and
is housed in a building constructed in 1995. The
museum has been in operation since 1998. Its
purpose is to showcase the mining history of the
island, dating back to the Neolithic era. On the
ground floor, there is a model representing a
volcano eruption and a large geological map of
the island.

Naval Museum

The Naval Museum is a remarkable collection
featuring numerous rare exhibits spanning from
prehistoric times, with tools from obsidian,
progressing to the Battle of Salamis, and conclud-
ing with more recent periods. Visitors can explore
rare maps created by skilled cartographers, and a
prominent position is held by the famous wooden
ship "Eirini" crafted by Giannis. The museum is
located in Adamantas, Milos.
